Day by Day Itinerary 

Friday, October 4 ï CHICAGO / EN ROUTE                
Today we depart Chicagoôs OôHare International   
Airport on our non-stop flight to Dublin, Ireland.                        
(I) 
 
Saturday, October 5 ï DUBLIN / BELFAST                
After landing at Dublin Airport and clearing customs, 
our Driver/Guide, Patrick Foley, welcomes us to     
Ireland. Our day begins as we journey into Northern 
Ireland, through the Mourne Mountains and into 
County Down to Downpatrick, where weôll visit 
Down Cathedral and see the historical burial place of 
St. Patrick, Irelandôs patron saint.  Then weôll make 
our way toward the coast and the family home of our 
host, Paul Ward, an 18th century mix of gothic and 
classical. At Castle Ward, weôll step into a fantasy 
world of castles and dragons as we explore the   
Georgian farmyard and the lough shore, film          
locations for the hit television series ñGame of 
Thrones.ò Our final journey will bring us into Belfast, 
in County Antrim, and to our hotel for the next three 
nights.  (D)     
 
Sunday, October 6 ï BELFAST                             
After breakfast weôll set off with our guide, Billy 
Scott, on our guided city tour; weôll see the raw side 
of Belfast and its colorful, often tragic, history, as we 
make our way up the Falls Road and down the 
Shankhill, the main Catholic and Protestant areas that 
were home to the bloody battle grounds. Weôll also 
visit Crumlin Road Gaol to discover over 150 years 
of history in Northern Irelands only remaining      
Victorian era prison. Then weôll head to Titanic    
Belfast, a fascinating and moving interactive          
experience. Explore the shipyard, walk the decks, 
travel to the depths of the ocean and uncover the true 
legend of  Titanic in the city where it all began.  This 
evening weôll enjoy dinner at the high end restaurant, 
Home, owned by Stevie Haller, an old friend of Ianôs 
- heôll be sure that Stevie stops by to say hello! (B,D) 
 
Monday, October 7 ï BELFAST                
Today we will head out of the city and along the coast 
of Belfast Lough to check out Carrickfergus Castle. 
Built around 1177 in the Norman era, the imposing 
structure is an amazing example of fortified coastal 
defense.  The rest of the day you will have some free 
time to explore Belfast.  Check out The Ulster      

Museum or Botanical Gardens, City Hall, or maybe a 
wee pub crawl to sample what Ianôs home town has 
to offer. The pubs are amazing and steeped in history, 
and Ian is working on a map for a pub crawl to take in 
some of the city's iconic pubs. Later in the evening 
we will convene at a local pub and music venue for 
live music with Ian and some of his musical friends, 
and surely some of his not so musical friends and 
family will show up too.  (B)    
 
Tuesday, October 8 ï BELFAST / DERRY                    
This morning weôll explore the Giantôs Causeway, a 
mass of 40,000 hexagonal basalt columns formed 
over 60 million years ago. Afterward weôll travel to 
the small village of Bushmills, settled on the banks of 
the Bush River where we will find the Old Bushmills 
Irish Whiskey Distillery, the oldest working distillery 
in Ireland.  For over 400 years Old Bushmills has 
kept to the  philosophy that hand crafting small   
batches is the way to produce beautifully smooth  
tasting Irish whiskey, and weôll enjoy a tour of the 
distillery along with a sample.  Afterward, weôll head 
to Coleraine where weôll board a train to take us to 
into County Derry, and Irelandôs only walled city, 
Derry, also known as Londonderry.  Weôll enjoy   
dinner tonight at our perfectly located hotel, home for 
the next three nights.  (B,D) 
  
Wednesday, October 9 ï DERRY                                         
This morning our guide, Ruairi OôhEara, will take us 
on a walking tour of the iconic Derry Walls where 
weôll learn about the 1,500 years of history and     
culture enclosed within Irelandôs only completely 
walled city; from the sixth-century monastic          
settlement to the vibrant European city of the twenty-
first century. Weôll also visit the Museum of Free 
Derry. Opened in 2007, the museum tells the story of 
the dramatic events which took place between 1968-
72 in the Bogside neighborhood. As violence         



escalated, the area was proclaimed "Free Derry" and 
is widely regarded as ground zero in the fight for 
Catholic civil rights in Northern Ireland. Tonight 
weôll enjoy music from Ian at Peadar OôDonnellôs 
Irish music pub.  (B) 
 
Thursday, October 10 ï DERRY                          
Today we head to County Tyrone to visit the Ulster  
American Folk Museum, one of Ianôs favorite places 
to visit as a child, where weôll go back in time from 
the Old World of Ulster to the New World on the 
American frontier.  Next weôll travel to Enniskillen 
to embark on a journey to Devenish Island, situated 
in the scenic Lower Lough Erne in County           
Fermanagh. A magnificent and picturesque island, 
Devenish is the largest of some 200 islands found in 
the lake, and home to a Monastic Site founded in the 
6th Century by Saint Molaise. Afterward, weôll 
make a brief shopping stop in Donegal Town.  On 
our return to Derry, weôll stop at Grianan of Aileach, 
a hilltop stone fort dating from 1700 BC, where 
weôll enjoy breathtaking views of three counties and 
the rugged Donegal coastline.  (B)   
 
Friday, October 11 ï DERRY / DUBLIN 
After breakfast weôll travel into County Armagh to 
Navan Fort. This historic structure is identified as 
Emain Macha, the seat of the ancient kings of Ulster, 
and named after the Princess Macha. It is one of the 
most important pre-Christian sites in Ireland.  Weôll 
stop to view the majestic Armagh cathedrals in town, 
one Catholic, the other Protestant (Church of        
Ireland), and both dedicated to Irelandôs Patron 
Saint. Weôll then drive into County Cavan to enjoy a 
pint and craic at a local pub, and perhaps a bit of  
entertainment from Ian.  Afterward, weôll make our 
way to Old Carrick Mill Distillery in County Mona-
ghan for a visit, tour and tasting.  Then we make the 
short drive to Dublin, the capital of the Republic of 
Ireland.  (B) 

 

Saturday, October 12 ï  DUBLIN   
This morning weôll enjoy a narrated bus tour of this 
famous city on the River Liffey. Weôll pass the Bank 

of Ireland, Dublin Castle, the Four Courts,       
OôConnell Street, Kilmainham Gaol, most famous 
for the executions of the leaders of the Easter 1916 
uprising, and many other sites  associated with the 
birth of Ireland.  Weôll end our tour at Pearse Lyons 
Distillery, built in the beautifully restored Church of St. 
James in Dublinôs historic Liberties, where weôll enjoy a 
tour and whiskey tasting.  The afternoon is free to    
explore Dublin, and tonight weôll head to Taylorôs 
Three Rock for an evening of sparkling Irish song, 
music, laughter and dance at Dublinôs World-
Famous Irish Night & Cabaret.  (B,D) 
 
Sunday, October 13 ï DUBLIN / CHICAGO         
All too soon our Nine to the North Vacation comes 
to an end as we travel to Dublin Airport for the     
return journey home.  No better time to reflect on 
vacation memories and new friends made along the 
way.  (B,I)
